and is seated at the right hand of the throne of God.

You might say that … 

 

Jesus had situational awareness. 

 

Situational Awareness - is the perception of environmental elements with 

respect to time and/or space, the comprehension of their meaning, and the 

projection of their status after some variable has changed, such as time, or 

some other variable, such as a predetermined event. 

 

Developing spiritual situational awareness: 

 

… that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give 

you the Spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of him, 

having the eyes of your hearts enlightened, that you may know what 

is the hope to which he has called you, what are the riches of his 

glorious inheritance in the saints, and what is the immeasurable 

greatness of his power toward us who believe, according to the 

working of his great might …  Ephesians 1:17–19 

 

It is the Spirit that corrects our spiritual vision. 

 

Only then can we see the world as God sees it. 

 

Only then can we see ourselves as we truly are. 

 

Only then can we see our circumstances through righteous eyes.
